11. What are the two primary pollutants involved in non-point source pollution?  Where do these nutrients originate?
12.  Explain the term eutrophication and the chain of events that may occur.

13. Explain another harmful effect on both fish and humans.

14. Explain the importance of submerged aquatic vegetation (SAV) in terms of ecosystems and suspended sediments.
15. What are the two methods in which pesticides typically enter a waterbody?

16. Explain the effects of discarded trash on runoff.
17. Explain how water activities can also affect bacteria and nutrient levels in the water.

18. List at least 2 strategies that can be enacted in each of the following areas to eliminate non-point source pollution.

19. What are the six measures that you as a private citizen can take to control and prevent non-point source water pollution?
